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Creative Title of Essay with the Right Words Capitalized but Not Underlined 

 
 Here is my lead, right here, the very first sentence. It’s original, creative, and it 

makes you want to read on.

 This paper/essay is typed using Times New Roman and size 12 font. My writing 

is double-spaced (which I did in the Microsoft Word program by selecting Format: 

Paragraph: Line spacing: Double from the pull down menu). I have indented (by hitting 

the tab key once) at the start of each and every new paragraph. If I hand wrote the 

paper/essay, I used two fingers to determine how far I should indent before I start writing. 

I have not skipped lines between paragraphs. Every paper/essay has 1 clearly indented 

paragraph.   My paragraph has at least 5 sentences.  Each of my sentences has clear and 

proper end punctuation.  I have used either a period, exclamation point or question mark.  

I also made sure that I clearly capitalized the word at the beginning of each sentence. 



 I read this paper/essay at least twice.  I spell checked this paper/essay, and I paid 

attention while I was doing it, instead of just clicking “change” over and over again. That 

is why the correct words are used.  If I was unsure of which word to use, I made the effort 

to look it up in a dictionary or thesaurus.
